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MAYOR'S MESSAGE

The Annual Report for 202021 from the Property Services
Valuation Corporation (PVSC) contains some interesting infor-
mation. The General Level of Assessment (GLA) measures the
extent to which assessments meet the market value standard.
PVSC reports the GLA by municipality for both residential/
resource and commercial properties. For the Town, residential
GLA was 95%. This compares to 96% for the County of An-
napolis.

For 2021, a commercial GLA was calculated for only seven

municipalities. That is because the remaining 42 municipalities

had fewer than 11 sales. As recommended by the Internatiorldgyor Amery Boyer,

Property Tax Institute (IPT1), the GLA for these municipali- B. Mus., MBA

ties is deemed to be 100% as municipalities with fewer than 11

sales have insufficient information to reliably calculate a GLA. Annapolis Royal falls into tr
category.
